Create a Fairy
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Elizabethans had a very different image of fairies than we do today.  They often viewed fairies as a source of fear—almost like demons.  It was believed that fairies played pranks on humans.  However, we have William Shakespeare to thank for inventing a new type of fairy—frail, beautiful, but kind to humans.  “A Midsummer Night’s Dream” depicts tiny, beautiful, butterfly-winged people living in the woods.  

  Your task is to create a fairy.  This includes both a portrait and persona.                         
Fairy Portrait:  (15 points) You will need to create a picture of your fairy. 
This can be drawn, or embellished from a computer image. Do not just print a fairy picture—it will only be worth five points.  Your fairy portrait needs to be on 8 ½ x 11 white paper and include color and the fairy’s name somewhere on the portrait. This is an “up close” view , so your fairy should fill most of the paper.
Fairy Persona:  (25 points)  Write a background history for your fairy which include the things from the list below and anything else that you find interesting.  This should be written from a first-person point of view, as if you are the fairy.  This should be on a separate sheet of paper—MLA Format 1-2 pages.
· Name – Nickname?
· Special Powers—also explain when and how your power(s) was last used.  Describe the scenario.
· Background—age, family members, friends, where from?
· Hobbies 
· Anything else that would help us “get” your Fairy.
