Character Analysis – Body Map

1.  Choose a significant character from the novel.
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2.  Go through the text and analyze the character.  Fine one important THOUGHT (head), one strong FEELING (heart), one significant ACTION (hands), and one  HOPE/DESIRE (feet).  Write down the quotes that support these claims about the characters. 

3.  Create a symbol for each of your claims.  If Jim loves his family, you can’t just draw a family.  Draw something that represents family: home, tree, portrait.


4.  Once you have done steps 1-3, draw or sketch a body.  This can be a stick figure if done neatly. Write the character’s name at the top.


5.  Draw and color the symbols next to the appropriate part of the body map.  ALSO, Write down 2 thoughts, and the quote with page number.


6.  Create a legend that explains the symbols you created.


7.  Write your names on the back.
